Chamber of Commerce so we can have a copy.  Must have permit before contract to sell at 

Cowboy Homecoming will be allowed.

(3) Vendor shall at his expense be responsible for changes, alterations, improvements, and decorations to his space 

and improvements thereon, including those required by P.C.C and/or C.H., or to comply with all applicable laws, 

ordinances, rules or regulations. 

 

(4) This agreement may not be sold or assigned, in whole or in part, by Vendor, without the prior written approval of 

P.C.C. and/or C.H., nor can any other party without such approval use the Vendorôs space in any manner. 

 

(5) Risk of loss by reason of fire, vandalism, theft, negligence of others and acts of God shall be borne by Vendor. 

The P.C.C. and/or C.H. shall have no responsibility to Vendor, its agents, employees, or representatives and Vendor 

accepts the premises as they are in the present condition.  In this connection, Vendor covenants and agrees to protect 

and defend and forever hold P.C.C. and/or C.H. harmless from any and all claims or losses of any nature arising 

from Vendorôs use of the premises or operations to the end that P.C.C. and/or C.H. suffers no losses of any nature.
